PUBLIC FORUM

One member of the public attended and expressed frustration at the closing of comments on the Mid Suffolk District Council planning portal despite the meeting date for the Parish Council stating that planning applications would be discussed. This is an ongoing problem with the planning portal. The member of the public particularly noted that DC/1856/17 had a comment from the case officer stating that there had been less comments on the second application, but had not been able to comment on the portal.  It was also noted that Suffolk Highways had detailed that there was no problem with traffic, despite the traffic report submitted by Barham Parish Council and the comments made by Claydon and Whitton Parish Council that traffic is a concern.
The member of the public also noted DC/18/05611 and said that this would negatively impact on the green space available in the local area.

PLANNING MATTERS
The following application were discussed:-
1856/17 -
Phased development for the erection of 270 dwellings and affordable housing, together with associated access and spine road including works to Church Lane, doctor’s surgery site, amenity space including and extension to the Church grounds, reserved site for Pre-School and Primary School and all other works and infrastructure (amended description)

Re-consultation – revised plans and supporting information relating to site layout, landscaping and ecology submitted.
The Parish Council continues to object to this proposal as there have not been significant changes to the original plan.

Cllr Whitehead agreed to check whether Claydon and Whitton Parish Council would be able to speak at the committee.
18/05588 - 
Change of use and conversion of barn to form a residential dwelling
Stables and premises opposite Knowle House, Church Lane, Claydon, Suffolk
The Parish Council objects to this application as it is outside of the building area for Claydon.  It impacts on the green belt and goes into agricultural land.  There are issues with access along this narrow country road, used as a rat-run for local traffic and there are already traffic problems and accidents on this road.  The Parish Council has already objected to other developments on Church Lane due to traffic safety issues and originally objected to the barn being built.

The Parish Council objected to this application as other retail premises in the village had been refused self-illuminated signage.  The Parish Council feels that outwardly illuminated signage is more in-keeping with the aesthetic of the village.

60 Edinburgh Gardens, Claydon, Ipswich, Suffolk IP6 0DU
The Parish Council objected to this application as it disrupts the building line.  The bungalow is situated with other bungalows that do not have extensions on the front and this would set a precedent.  The concept of the estate when it was built was that it would be an Open Garden Estate and this extension would disrupt this concept.

Parking adjacent to 111-112, Claydon Business Park, Great Blakenham

The Parish Council objected to this application as it would disrupt the green space around the village, it would disturb an important wildlife corridor and would be better positioned on other land allocated to development.

Planning Application – Re-consultation

Erection of 20 dwellings including 7 affordable homes (with appearance, landscaping layout and scale forming Reserved Matters) (resubmission of application 2113/16).

As there is no significant difference in this re-consultation the Parish Council continued to object to this application for the same reasons regarding traffic, the lack of infrastructure and the impact that this would have on the roads in Claydon.

Planning Application

Erection of 4no. dwellings with associated vehicular accesses, driveway and parking spaces

Land adjacent to Brockenhurst, Old Norwich Road, Whitton, Suffolk

The Parish Council were neutral on this application.  It appeared that previous issues that were raised about this development had been addressed.  The Parish Council stressed that the hedges on either side of the proposed development must be kept as a wildlife haven.
6.   1832/17 update following appeal hearing

Erection of up to 315 dwellings, vehicular access to Old Norwich Road, public open space and associated landscaping, engineering and infrastructure works.

Land to the west of Old Norwich Road and to the east of the A14, Claydon
Cllr  Whitehead updated the meeting on some of the discussions at the appeal hearing.  A resident of Whitton Rural spoke regarding the out of date traffic survey from 2016 as there has now been an increase of 165% in traffic because of the developments on the Anglia Retail Park.  The development would represent a 2000% increase in the population of Whitton Rural.

The barrister for Mid Suffolk spoke about the gap between Claydon and Whitton becoming smaller, about views being materially harmed, about Bury Road and Norwich Road already being at capacity, about there being no schooling within walking distance and about noise pollution.

The applicant asked the hearing to consider the application as two separate sites and requested that just the Ipswich end of the development is considered.  They stated that the bus lane is no longer needed and so could be re-purposed and that the top end of the development would not have an impact on views.

It is likely that the outcome of the appeal will be detailed in February.
